On January 6th, 2017, the US 
Secretary of State - The Rt Hon 
John Kerry honored then 14-
year-old American - Zuriel 
Oduwole, in Washington DC at 
the US State Department. 

Calling her the world’s most 
powerful girl, it was for her 
tireless development work since 
the age of 10, advocating for 
girls' education, fighting against 
child marriages, and teaching 
unemployed young women and
girls in Africa and Central 
America the basic art of 
filmmaking.



PRESIDENTIAL ADVISOR
Zuriel Oduwole meets regularly 
with world leaders, so far 31 
Presidents and Prime Ministers, to 
proffer solutions to aspects of the 
world’s social economic 
problems.

INTERNATIONAL PEACE ENVOY
In September 2016, she became a 
peace envoy, mediating between 
Venezuela and Guyana, over the 
disputed Essequibo oil territory, 
meeting first with Guyana’s 
President H.E. David Granger at 
the UN in New York.

Four year’s  later, it was peace
mediation in the middle east
during the 5 country Arab 
blockade of Qatar that 
successfully ended in 2021, 
meeting first with H.E. President
Abdel Fattah El Sisi of Egypt.
